Fire procedure notices are posted throughout the building

®  Avisual and audible fire alarm is fitted and connected to heat and smoke sensors
B The alarm is checked weekly, and a service contract is in place

B Onarrival at the Centre, as part of the introduction, the fire procedure is explained
to each group

B As part of the introduction to the Centre - a walk around the Centre to familiarise
and identify hazards, escape routes and the fire assembly point

A register of the sleeping arrangements for the group is kept on top of the fire
panel

Visiting staff are briefed on emergency /fire procedure

- Made aware the allotment area is out of bounds unless a Dukes Barn staff
member has given permission.

- Visiting staff are made aware that the tunnel and hill should only be used under
supervision

- Made aware of the potential hazard of delivery vehicles
